The Hellenic Museum, now in its tenth week has opened its doors to a variety of
different visitors.

Recently a group of young people came to the Museum from Wallara Australia, whose
mission is to enhance the quality of life for people with disabilities. It does this through
educational, vocational, social and recreational programs, accommodation support and
supported employment services. As part of their program, five people together with
three carers, decided to visit the Hellenic Museum.

“It was fantastic to see these young people at our Museum and to watch them interact
with the staff and what was on display. It was an absolute privilege”, said CEO, Ms.
Yianoulatos.

The Hellenic Museum opens its doors three days a week (Tuesday, Wednesday and
Thursday) from 10:00am to 3:00pm and no two days are ever the same - visitors to date
have included student groups, both from Greek schools and mainstream English
schools, business people, elderly citizens groups, tourists and just more recently the
Mayor of Elassonas, Mr George Paskopoulos, who was spending a week in Australia
made time in his busy schedule to visit the Museum. We have also been fortunate to
host the Greek Australian Welfare Society with mature aged students from different
ethnic backgrounds from various corners of the world as well as a group of Year 9
students from the Caroline Chisholm College who are currently studying Multicultural
Affairs.

“The current displays at the Museum are so diverse - there is something here for
everyone! From the ancient artifacts of AD Trendall’s private collection to the Hellenic
Immigration and Settlement Exhibition, there is over 3000 years of history housed at
the Hellenic Museum”, explained Ms. Yianoulatos.
